TEXT 2: From «Roald Dahl Biography» on http://www.activityvillage.co.uk/
Roald Dahl was born in Wales on September 16, 1916 to Norwegian parents. His father died when he was 3 years old and he was raised by his mother. He had a fairly unhappy time at boarding school which provided some of the inspiration for his later stories.
After leaving school he worked for the Shell Oil Company based in Africa until the out​break of World War II, when he signed up with the Royal Air Force. Unfortunately, he was injured in action and eventually returned home as an invalid. He was then sent to Washing​ton DC to work as an attache where, almost by accident, he started his writing career. When he was interviewed for an article about his time in action he offered to write about his ex​periences. His piece was published in the Saturday Evening Post, that signed him up to write more articles.
In 1943 he wrote his first children’s book, «The Gremlins,» which was originally intended to be made into an animated film by Walt Disney. The film was not made and instead, Dahl turned to writing adult fiction, not writing another children’s story until the 1960s.
By this time he was a father himself and had started making up stories to entertain his own children. From this came the stories of «James and the Giant Peach» and «Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.» He went on to write 21 children's books including «Charlie and the Cho​colate Factory», «The BFG», «Matilda», and «The Witches», all of which have been made into films. Roald Dahl died on November 23, 1990.

Coffee
You may know that around the world more people drink coffee than tea. And that, after oil, it is the second biggest traded commodity. You may also know that the drink comes from beans which are first roasted and then ground. But what else do you know about this popular stimulant?
It is said that the story of coffee started with an Ethiopian goatherd named Kaldi. One day Kaldi was surprised to see that his goats were behaving very strangely: instead of grazing quietly as normal they were jumping around, almost dancing. He also noticed the red cherries from a plant that the goats were eating. He tried some himself and was surprised by the feeling of extreme happiness and excitement - he felt like dai.cing too!
But it wasn’t used as a drink at first, but as a food. The coffee berries, mixed with animal fat, were used by monks to stay awake during long hours of prayer. From Ethiopia coffee was later cultivated in Yemen, and the first hot drink was developed there around AD 1000. Three centuries later Muslims were keen coffee drinkers and as Islam spread, so did coffee. Coffee houses appeared in Cairo and Mecca.
For hundreds of years the plants were guarded safely. But some beans were smuggled out of Arabia and taken to India. In the 17n century coffee was soon growing from India to Indonesia. A century later beans were smuggled once again to Brazil which is now the largest coffee producer in the world. Today, most coffee plants grow in a band around the middle of the earth between the tropics of Capricorn and Cancer.
It is the caffeine addictive stimulant drug, which made the goats dance and kept the monks awake. Although it is found in other soft drinks, including tea, coffee has the most caffeine. 150 milligrams is the minimum dose needed to stimulate the nervous system and this can be found in a single strong cup of coffee. In the short-term a couple of cups can prevent fatigue and delay sleep. But several cups a day, every day, can cause anxiety and restlessness.
Before becoming beans the fruit of the coffee trees, known as a cherry, is harvested. The most common method is for the cherries to be picked by hand and then dried in the sun on tables or on the ground. Once they are dried all the outer layers are removed. The red cherries have become green beans. Known now as green coffee the beans are put in 60kg bags and shipped abroad.
Although the coffee is grown and harvested in the tropics 70% of the total coffee production is imported by countries in the North who control the market. Nestle and Kraft account for almost 80% of all the instant-coffee sales worldwide. How long the coffee is roasted for depends on the market: only 7 minutes for the North Americans who prefer a light roast, but double that time for espresso coffee favored by the Italians.

Glossary: obesity — огрядність, надмірна повнота
As people spend more time communing with their televisions and computers, the impact is not just on their health, researchers say. Less time spent outdoors means less contact with nature and, eventually, less interest in conservation and parks. Visits to national parks peaked in 1987 and dropped 23 percent by 2006.
«Declining nature participation has crucial implications for current conservation efforts,» wrote the co-authors of the report. «We think it probable that any major decline in the value placed on natural areas and experiences will greatly reduce the value people place on bio​diversity conservation. The replacement of vigorous outdoor activities by sedentary, indoor activities has far-reaching consequences for physical and mental health, especially in chil​dren. Watching television and computer use have been shown to be a cause of obesity, lack of socialization, attention disorders and poor academic performance.»
By studying visits to national and state parks and the issuance of hunting and fishing li​censes, the researchers documented declines of between 18 percent and 25 percent in va​rious types of outdoor recreation. The decline, found in both the United States and Japan, appears to have begun in the 1980s and 1990s, the period of rapid growth of video games, they said.

In the fall of 1972, my parents drove me to the University of North Dakota for my fresh​man year. Everything I needed was packed in a brand-new royal-blue aluminum trunk: a crazy-quilt afghan that my mother had crocheted for my bed, thirty dollars worth of new clothes, my Berlitz French Self-Teacher, the Meditations of Marcus Aurelius (a gift from my father), a framed photograph of my grandfather Mooshum, and a beaded leather tobacco pouch that he had owned ever since I could remember, and which he had casually handed to me as I left, the way old men give presents.
Other freshmen were already moving into their dormitory rooms when we arrived, with their parents helping haul. I saw boxes of paperbacks, stereo equipment, Dylan albums and varnished acoustic guitars, home-knitted afghans, none as brilliant as mine, Janis posters, Bowie posters, Day-Glo bedsheets, hacky sacks and stuffed bears. But as we carried my trunk up two flights of stairs terror invaded me. Although I was studying French because I dreamed of going to Paris, I actually dreaded leaving home, and in the end my parents did not want me to leave, either. But this is how children are sacrificed into their futures: I had to go, and here I was. We walked back down the stairs. I was too numb to cry, but I watched my mother and father as they stood beside the car and waved. That moment is a still ima​ge; I can call it up as if it were a photograph. My father, so thin and athletic, looked almost frail with shock, while my mother, whose beauty was still remarkable, and who was known on the reservation for her silence and reserve, had left off her characteristic gravity. Her face and my father’s were naked with love. It wasn’t something that we talked about — love. But they allowed me this one clear look at it. It blazed from them. And then they left.
I think now that everything that was concentrated in that one look — the care they had taken in bringing me up, their patient lessons in every subject they knew how to teach, their wincing efforts to give me my freedom, the example they had set of fortitude in work was what allowed me to survive.

Excerpt from "How Many Notes Would a Virtuoso Violinist Pay for a Stradivarius?" by Ian Sample, The Guardian. 2012.)

They are deemed to be among the most exquisite musical instruments ever made, and collectors have parted with millions just to have one to call their own.
But it appears that concert violinists cannot tell from the sound alone whether they are playing a 300-year-old Stradivarius or an instrument made last week. And, for playing quality alone, the virtuoso will opt for the modem one when asked which fiddle they would like to take home.
These discordant findings emerge from experiments by Claudia Fritz, a researcher at the University of Paris, at an international violin competition in Indianapolis in 2010. She asked 21 musicians to play six different violins, three modem instruments and three by Italian maestros - one made by Guameri del Gesu around 1740, and two made in Antonio Stradivari’s workshop around 1700.
Fritz commandeered a large room, dimmed the lights and passed the violins in random order to the musicians, who had to wear welders’ goggles and stand on the other side of a dividing curtain. Each had time to play the six instruments and rank them according to their playability, projection, response and “tone colours”, a measure of the quality of the sound.
Writing in the journal, Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, Fritz and her co​authors describe their findings as a “striking challenge to conventional wisdom”. The violinists mostly preferred new instruments, and overall they were least keen on one of the two Stradivarius. And, when each had chosen their favorite violin out of the six, they could not say whether it was old or new.
The researchers could find no link between the age and value of the violins and how they were rated by the violinists. The three old instruments had a combined value of $10 m, a hundred times that of the modem violins. “They are beautiful instruments, but the prices are insane,” Fritz said. ‘The old versus new issue doesn't make any sense.”
“It doesn’t matter if the violin's old or new, all that matters is whether it’s a good violin or a bad violin. Many modem violin makers are doing- ireat job." One shortcoming of the study was that the violinists were asked to rate a particular nstrument’s projection, how well its sound travels, 'iiemselves. Another was that only a few violins were tested.
Kai-Thomas Roth, secretary of the British Violin Making Association, said that double blind tests, where neither experimenter nor musician knows which violin is played, had already shown people cannot distinguish a modem violin from a priceless work of art.
‘There's some myth-making that helps old instruments,” Thomas said. “If you give someone a Stradivari and it doesn’t work for them, they’ll blame themselves and work hard at it until it works.
“Give them a modem violin, and they’ll dismiss the instrument straight away if it doesn’t work for them. That’s the psychology at work. Modem violins are easily as good, but even a good maker can make an instrument that doesn’t work out.”
